Publication of the Climate Change Strategy

The Welsh Assembly Government has set out how it will manage its programme against climate change to achieve its ambition of a 3 per cent year on year reduction in greenhouse gas emissions. The strategy, which is the first of its kind in the UK, highlights that the Welsh approach to tackling climate change will focus not only on reducing carbon emissions but also on helping the country adapt to the inevitable changes to the climate. It is accompanied by two delivery plans that set out how the strategy’s targets, aspirations will be achieved and who will be involved in their delivery. It identifies a number of areas in which the Assembly Government will focus its action. These include:

· A comprehensive approach to behaviour change. 

· The consideration of climate change in all the Assembly Government’s decision making. 

· Delivering increased energy efficiency, making low carbon transport a reality and building the skills to ensure that Wales makes the most of the opportunities associated with a low carbon economy.  

· Ensuring that our approach to research and development, technology and skills helps Wales to gain maximum benefit from climate change business and research. 

· Creating a framework to help us adapt to climate change. 

· Using land use and spatial planning to help us move towards a low carbon economy. 

The strategy commits the Welsh Assembly Government to achieving at least a 40 per cent reduction in greenhouse gas emissions in Wales by 2020 against a 1990 baseline.

Wales' recycling reaches 44 per cent
Wales now recycles or composts 44 per cent of its municipal waste, according to figures released today. The report – which covers the period 1 April to 30 June 2010 – shows an increase on the same period last year, when we recycled or composted 41 per cent. In addition, the overall amount of municipal waste we produce has fallen (from 427 thousand tonnes during April to June last year to 413 thousand tonnes in the same period this year), while the amount of residual household waste produced per person has fallen from 77 kg to 71 kg. Environment Minister Jane Davidson has welcomed the report, saying that ‘recycling rates continue to go in the right direction.’ She has cautioned against over-optimism, however, stating that ‘recycling rates tell only part of the story.’

Too Good To Waste

With funding from Environment Wales, an important message ‘Buy re-use to combat climate change.’ has been printed on new T-shirts that are worn with pride by volunteers and staff of toogoodtowaste.  

It takes a lot of energy and natural resources to manufacture a new item – whether it is a piece of furniture, electrical item or garment. It therefore makes sense that we maximise the use of what we have and choose re-use whenever possible.  

Last year the Charity prevented over 16,000 items from going to landfill. ‘Most of the items donated are still in good condition, some are almost new. It is important we recognise the impact on the climate change when we choose re-use.’ said Lynda Davies CEO.   
Residents of Rhondda Cynon Taf, who make a donation and / or purchase items from local charity toogoodtowaste, are making a real difference to the environment whilst supporting local employment and volunteering.  

The Charity continues to work with a number of groups and organisations to help low income households as well as develop new ways of re-using existing items.

Toogoodtowaste is currently recruiting additional volunteers for the Board of Trustees; Marketing and Video/audio processing - to help raise awareness of re-use and recycling within Rhondda Cynon Taf.

New figures show a more sustainable Wales

Air quality, recycling rates and green house gas emissions have all improved in Wales over the last year, according to new figures. The latest sustainable development figures show that Wales has made clear improvements in 17 of the 44 areas measured by sustainable development indicators. The figures also reveal that Wales’ performance in 22 of the indicators has shown little or no change. These figures come after the Department for Environment Food and Rural Affairs publication of the ‘Measuring progress: sustainable development indicators 2010’. This brings together a range of economic, social and environmental indicators to provide a statistical overview of the country’s progress on sustainable development.
Community Green: Using local spaces to tackle inequality and improve health

The Commission for Architecture and the Built Environment have just published ‘Community Green: Using local spaces to tackle inequality and improve health.’ The document examines the impact of the quality of local green spaces on the health and wellbeing of people in six deprived and ethnically diverse areas. It shows that providing good quality local green space is an effective way to tackle inequality. More Trees, More Good

The Woodland Trust are launching a new campaign ‘More Trees, More Good’, which aims to double the number of native woods and trees in the UK. The UK is one of the least wooded countries in Europe with only 4% native woodland cover. The target is to have twice as many native trees and woods for the sake of wildlife and people, to combat climate change and improve our environment. Research gathered over recent years has highlighted the countless essential benefits to people, wildlife and their environment that comes from planting trees. To maximise these, the UK needs to plant 20 million native trees per year. 
The Woodland Trust are calling on all sections of society to get involved, from farmers and communities, to schools and companies the woodland trust need to rally those who can plant trees with our help and inspire those who can contribute financially. A large range of organisations have already risen to the challenge including Sainsbury’s, the National Association of Local Councils, The Ministry of Defence and the Women’s Institute. The coalition government has also committed to a national tree planting campaign. Though ambitious, this aim is ultimately achievable – but only if we work together.

An Unexamined Truth

On 16 June 2010, the Baring Foundation hosted an event for independent funders to launch a new report called An Unexamined Truth. This report describes a pilot project that has supported non-environmental voluntary organisations to explore how the impacts of climate change will affect their primary charitable purpose. The approaches taken by the four groups of organisations that led the work will be of interest to all those in the voluntary sector, the independent funding community and in government that are interested in practical ways to widen the circle of organisations involved in action on climate change.

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Biffaward Pond Digging Fund - final round now open

The final round of the Biffaward Pond Digging Fund is now open to applications.

The Pond Digging Fund aims to support pond creation for BAP species in England and Wales, and has been developed to support the Million Ponds Project. The aim of the Million Ponds Project is to create an extensive network of new ponds across the UK, and ultimately, to reverse a century of pond loss.

Phase 1 of the project runs from 2008 to 2012 and aims to create the first 5,000 clean water ponds in England and Wales. Around a quarter of the ponds will be targeted to support some of the pond species that are national priority for conservation action under the UK Biodiversity Action Plan (BAP). To contribute to the clean water pond target, a new pond needs:

· a clean water source;

· to be left to colonise naturally; and

· to be left to thrive without undue disturbance.

Alternatively, a pond can be created specifically for a pond-associated BAP species (as listed on the project website). These ponds should, as far as possible, also fulfil the three criteria above. Enquiry forms can be submitted at any time up to the final deadline of 23 December 2010. Following this, qualifying schemes will be asked to submit a full application in January 2011. Launch of the Glastir Woodland Creation Grant Scheme
The new Glastir Woodland Creation Scheme aims to help to fulfil the commitment to create more native and mixed woodland as set out in Woodlands for Wales, the Welsh Assembly Government's woodland strategy. It is a bespoke element of Glastir, Wales's new sustainable land management scheme and offers grants to landowners, especially farmers, to create new woodlands on their land.

There will be three types of grant available to all landowners in Wales - woodland establishment grants, fencing grants and woodland creation premium grants. The maximum amount available will be £10,000 per hectare over the 15 years of payments. Grants for fencing of £3.15 per metre are provided where required. The grants can support the costs of creating new woodlands as well as 'income foregone payments' for taking land out of agriculture. Any landowner in Wales may apply, regardless of whether they are a farmer or not. Applications may be submitted at any time. www.forestry.gov.uk/forestry/infd-6j2gxd.

Free energy saving plugs

Grass Roots are working with British Gas, who are obligated to reduce carbon emissions emitted by households under a Government programme called Carbon Emissions Reduction Target (CERT). They are funding the scheme under this initiative which is governed by Ofgem.

1 million free lime energy saving plugs to people who are in receipt of benefits and/or are aged 70 and above. The plug is worth approximately £20 and is completely free to those who request one (including P&P). Plus for every unit that is requested they will make a 5p per plug donation to your charity. The lime energy saving plug operates with all conventional Infra Red remote controlled appliances such as TV’s, DVD players, stereos or games consoles etc. By using your existing remote control, the plug will automatically cut off the electricity to all your connected equipment rather than putting it on standby.

Due to this being a Government led scheme, there are a few requirements:
 

· The person must request a unit (via web registration or Response Card) - they cannot be given away on mass. 

· The person must be in receipt of the qualifying criteria.  

· One unit only per household can be given away (donations can't be made for duplicates).

National Assembly for Wales website review
The National Assembly for Wales is performing a review of its external website www.assemblywales.org with a view to making some key changes to improve the online experience. They are conducting an online survey which can be accessed here and will be available until 3 December.

National Survey for Wales stakeholder update

In the last update (July 2010) the Welsh Assembly Government said the next update would be at the end of the summer, once they had more detail on the plans and timetable for developing the next wave of the survey. They are still finalising some of the details. In the meantime here are a few things they would like you to be aware of: 

· Fieldwork for the 2009-10 survey was completed at the end of July and they now have the finalised dataset. 

· They will be publishing a First Release on 25 November 2010 which will contain a selection of Wales-level figures from the survey. At that point the data will be available on request. 

· In February 2011 they will be publishing a more detailed analysis of the survey results, which will include some breakdowns of the data (for example by age or gender) but it will not be possible to produce geographical breakdowns from the 2009-10 survey.

The future of the Citizenship Survey
This statistical consultation sets out the intention to cancel the future Citizenship Survey, and in doing so, seeks to identify the uses of the Survey data, the implications of stopping and options for alternative information sources. Charity Commission seeks views on future strategy
Following the announcement of a real terms funding cut of 33% by 2014/15, the Charity Commission has today launched a public consultation on its future role and focus. The charity regulator is seeking to review its key priorities for the next five years and develop a new strategy, which can be delivered within the resources available. The consultation, which runs to 14 January 2011, is the first stage of the review and asks for comments on the key risks the Commission should seek to address, and the different expectations stakeholders have of the charity regulator. As the review progresses, outline proposals and further questions for consultation will be published, with the intention of competing the review and implementing the necessary changes from May 2011. The deadline for responses is 14 January 2011.

Consultation on the Draft Legal Deposit Libraries (Non-print Publications) Regulations 2011
The Legal Deposit Libraries Act 2003 (The 2003 Act) reaffirmed existing provisions for the deposit of printed publications whereby a copy of each book or serial or other printed publication which is published in the UK is required to be deposited free of charge, in the British Library. 

In addition, five other libraries (the National Libraries of Scotland and Wales, and the University libraries of Oxford, Cambridge and Trinity College Dublin) are each entitled to receive, on request, one free copy of any book or other printed publication published in the UK. These libraries, together with the British Library, are collectively known as the Legal Deposit Libraries.

The 2003 Act also created a framework in which Regulations could be made to extend the system of legal deposit to cover various non-print media as they develop, including off  line publications (eg CD ROMS and microforms), on line publications (eg e-journals). This will ensure that publications of significance are deposited, regardless of the medium in which they are published, and are preserved as part of the national archive of UK publications, so as to remain available to future generations of eligible users. The deadline for responses is 22 December 2010.

Consultation on a future European Union Culture Programme
While globalisation affords unprecedented conditions for enhanced interaction between cultures, it also represents a challenge for cultural diversity, especially through imbalances between poor and rich countries, and small and large ones, as well as increased standardisation. There is a need to see how the future Programme's objectives and action lines should be revised in the light of current developments so they: respond to current European and global developments and exploit the cultural sector's potential to contribute to the Europe 2020 strategy for smart, sustainable and inclusive growth; ensure the greatest possible structuring and multiplier effects through its funding, which should have a real European added value; prioritise spending on project content rather than administration – by having as streamlined and cost-effective a programme design as possible. The deadline for responses is 15 December 2010.

The Local Curriculum in Higher Education Institutions (Wales) Regulations 2010
This consultation seeks to gather views on draft Regulations to ensure that learners aged 16 to 18 undertaking secondary education or further education in a higher education institution would receive the same provisions as those in schools or further education institutions. The purpose of these proposed draft regulations are that the provisions of part 2 of the Measure, relating to the local curriculum, will apply where a higher education institution provides secondary or further education to learners aged 16 to 18. The deadline for responses is 6 January 2011.

NHS performance statistics user consultation
We are seeking views on the service provided to our customers, the presentation of publications, whether the products meet the requirements of users and to open discussion about whether any improvements can be made. Given the breadth of data covered by the Health Statistics and Analysis Unit relating to NHS Performance, the consultation document has separate sections to allow you to give feedback on specific subject areas or all together in one document. You may respond on as many areas as you wish. We will publish a summary of consultation responses in early 2011, with details of actions we will take in light of your responses to follow in the spring. The deadline for responses is 24 January 2011.

They include the RNIB who have launched an exciting project to support the transition of blind and partially sighted young people; Trinity Fields School and Resource Centre Caerphilly who are rolling out their successful Promoting Independence project to eight local authorities across Wales; Welsh Centre of Learning Disabilities who have researched what works into transition to employment for young disabled people and The Project Manager of Monmouthshire Transition Key worker pilot, which covers Monmouthshire, Blaenau Gwent and Torfaen, who will share the success of the Project so far.
