Coed y Bobl Woodland Fair a big success.

The woodland fair event held at Coed y Bobl, Devil’s Bridge on the 14th May proved to be very popular with over 250 people showing their support for the event by both attending and helping out. The event was organised and set up (and taken down!) completely by approx 20 Coed y Bobl Trust volunteers, the event was able to take place due to the kind financial support of the Cefn Croes Community Wind Farm Trust Fund, Cambrian Mountains Trust, and Llais y Goedwig. 

Activities on offer were all free and seemed to strike a chord with the interests of the public who flocked to attend. The children’s area was very popular, especially the face painting (by Liz from Hippyhog) and craft activities (by Louise from Merrymakers).  Adults were treated to relaxing hand and shoulder massages by the Red Cross Therapeutic Care volunteers.  The Church of Saint Ioan Ysbyty Cynfyn volunteers were able to raise over £350 by providing quality refreshments (and lovely cakes) to the public. There were several kinds of wood crafts on display and for people to join in with, including furniture making, wood carving, wood turning and willow weaving.  The falconry display provided by Hawksdrift Falconry was really popular with the public and extra entertainment was even provided by one of our local Red Kites joining in with the display. There were also a number of information stands provided by organisations such as the RSPB and Wildlife Trusts, and stalls such as Foraged Foods and Children’s books.
The Coed y Bobl Trust would like to sincerely thank all those who helped in the preparations, on the day and after the event and also all that attended. We would also like to thank our funders for supporting the event, which we were in turn able to make free to the public.
