Wales reduces its greenhouse gas emissions by nearly a quarter
New figures out show that Wales’ total greenhouse gas emissions have fallen by 23.3% compared to the base year (1990/1995). The figures also show that greenhouse gas emissions in Wales fell from 49.5 MtCO2 in 2008 to 42.6 MtCO2 in 2009, indicating an ongoing, year on year decline.

Wales leads on UK’s biggest push to cut car use
Wales is launching the biggest UK project of its kind to reduce car use and encourage people to make more of their short, local journeys on foot, bike and public transport.

European partnership to unlock the potential of algal bioenergy
A major €14 million (approx £12.3 million) initiative which will bring experts from across North West Europe together to develop the potential of algae as a source of sustainable energy has received a Welsh Government funding boost. The four-year transnational Energetic Algae - or EnAlgae - project, led by Swansea University, is a strategic initiative funded by the INTERREG IVB North West Europe Programme and backed with £629,000 from the Targeted Match Fund through the Welsh Government, together with a range of co-sponsors.
Restaurants face £722m food waste bill
Unilever research reveals scandal of UK restaurants throwing away 400,000 tonnes of food each year. Restaurants lose £722m every year by throwing away 400,000 tonnes of food, the equivalent of three double-decker buses for every outlet in the country.

Sustrans Cymru project tackles school run car journeys
A project to cut the number of shorter car journeys in south Wales is being launched. About 63,000 homes in Cardiff and Penarth will be offered personalised travel advice to reduce those taking the school run and short commutes. The £4m four-year scheme from the Welsh Government and transport charity Sustrans Cymru will eventually extend to Barry, Caerphilly and Pontypridd.
Countdown begins for carrier bag charge
In just over one month’s time Wales will become the first UK country to introduce a charge for single use carrier bags.

Consumer Focus is asking for your feedback on microgeneration and the feed-in tariff, and is undertaking an online survey: http://www.rsconsulting.com/consumerfocus 
We’re 18 months into the feed-in tariff and Consumer Focus, the statutory watchdog for energy consumers, is keen to get a better understanding of how it has gone for customers so far. They have been monitoring complaints but now want to get a fuller picture and to hear from those who’ve had positive experiences as well as gathering evidence of where things are consistently going wrong. The aim is to inform the Government’s review of the feed-in tariff, but also learn lessons for incoming schemes such as renewable heat and the Green Deal energy efficiency scheme.

Green Alliance launched Climate check, in collaboration with WWF, RSPB, Greenpeace and Christian Aid, an interim assessment of progress against the Coalition’s low carbon commitments
The Coalition government was formed in May 2010 on the basis of a common policy platform thrashed out over several politically charged days. That platform, the Coalition Programme, contains some significant commitments to the UK’s low carbon transition which should increase the UK’s economic resilience by decreasing the nation’s dependency on fossil fuels. This report is an assessment of the Coalition’s progress against the low carbon commitments set out in its programme for government. The analysis has been undertaken and produced by five of the UK’s leading environment and development organisations - Christian Aid, Greenpeace, Green Alliance, RSPB and WWF. 

Waste success for every Welsh council
All Wales’ 22 local authorities have cause for celebration after meeting tough waste targets for 2010-2011. The Landfill Allowances Scheme report, released today by Environment Agency Wales, shows that every council met its target for diverting biodegradable waste (such as food waste) from landfill.
Brits keen to go green, but don't know how
Survey finds majority of UK homeowners would consider installing renewable energy generation. Energy experts have warned that plans to get millions of UK households to take part in the government's flagship energy efficiency Green Deal scheme are at risk of failing, after a new survey showed a lack of understanding about the scheme.
Barclays launches £100m renewables fund for farmers
Bank's business arm to help UK farmers finance renewable energy projects following a massive surge in interest. More than one-third of UK farmers want to install renewable energy projects on their land, most of them within the next year, and hope to generate average returns of £25,000 pounds a year, Barclays bank says.

Europe ready to open tap on smart water meter market 

New report predicts market for smart water meters and related services to clear $13bn by 2020
The European market for smart water meters capable of providing real-time updates on water use across entire networks is set to enjoy ‘strong double-digit growth’ over the next 10 to 15 years as utilities move to roll out the technology in pursuit of efficiency savings. The report predicts that the UK, France and Germany will emerge as the main European markets for smart meters, accounting for more than 27 per cent of the total market by 2020.
The Community Innovation for Sustainable Energy (CISE) research team at the University of Sussex is currently conducting a national survey of sustainable community energy in the UK. The purpose of the survey is to find out how other community groups are doing across the country. CISE would like anybody who is involved in community activities/projects for energy saving, energy efficiency and sustainable energy generation to take part and to learn about networking, energy and carbon performance. They anticipate that the survey results will help community energy spread and grow more widely by informing policy-makers and support organisations.

Government's new publication on the green economy 

The Government has published a document that outlines a number of actions towards achieving a green economy and boosting economic growth in the UK.

Enabling the Transition to a Green Economy: Government and Businesses Working Together outlines a number of planned actions towards achieving a green economy and boosting economic growth in the UK.
The document maps out the Government's plans, through to 2020, in the following areas:
· Climate change;
· waste prevention;
· carbon capture and storage;
· offshore wind generation;
· the Green Deal.
This policy forms the basis for continuing dialogue between the Government and the business community.
The publication cites Government commitments around the actions it will undertake to support businesses and establish the necessity for private sector investment, including:
· Promoting international action;

· attracting investment in infrastructure;

· proportionate environmental regulation which minimises the burdens on business; and voluntary agreements as an alternative to regulation; and equipping the workforce with the right skills.
New IPPR Report – Green Streets, Strong Communities
The Institute for Public Policy Research has published ‘Green Streets, Strong Communities' bringing new evidence to light about what communities can do for emission reductions and what emission reductions can do for communities. 

Report highlights new challenges to the UK from international climate change

The Department for Business, Innovation and Skills (BIS) has produced the report, International Dimensions of Climate Change, which shows that the UK will be vulnerable to adverse impacts from climate change abroad. More attention needs to be given to how climate change effects in other countries may have domestic impacts here. The report has identified a wide range of risks to the UK from climate change impacts in other parts of the world, which may have implications for foreign policy and security, resources and infrastructure and the financial sector and business. Foresight Report on Climate Change Published (UK) 
The report International Dimensions of Climate Change has been published by the Government think tank Foresight. It is co-sponsored by Defra, DECC and the FCO, who will use the report to inform their wider international agenda on climate change. The report considers the effects of climate change that could occur outside of the UK, but which could give rise to threats and opportunities that need to be considered by UK policymakers.

Winners gain access to potential investors, funders, policy-makers and other relevant networks.
Enhancing Communities Programme 
The Enhancing Communities Programme, SITA Trust's funding programme for community improvement projects, has announced that the next rounds of their Core Fund and Fast Track Fund have opened. The Core Fund, which offers grants of up to £60,000 are available to not-for-profit organisations whose community improvement project has an overall cost of no more than £250,000, is available for applications until 28 November 2011. The Fast Track Fund, which provides grants of up to £20,000, available to not-for-profit organisations with a community improvement project that has an overall cost of no more than £40,000, is accepting applications until 21 October 2011. Renewable Heat Premium Payment scheme launched
The Government has launched the Renewable Heat Premium Payment scheme to help householders across the country with funding towards the cost of installing renewable heating systems. The new £15 million initiative will support up to 25,000 installations.

Approximately 4 million householders in the UK do not have mains gas and have to rely on more expensive, higher carbon forms of heating, such as heating oil and electric fires. The scheme will mainly focus on these households. The following technologies will be available through the scheme:

· Ground Source Heat Pump - £1,250 grant (for homes without mains gas heating)

· Biomass boiler - £950 grant (for homes without mains gas heating)

· Air source heat pump - £850 grant (for homes without mains gas heating)

· Solar thermal hot water panels - £300 grant (available to all households regardless of the type of heating system used).

The Government will also provide, for a significant sample of participants, additional meters for their heating equipment. 

£3 million of the overall £15 million will be set aside for registered social landlords to improve their housing stock. Details of how to apply for these funds will be announced at a later date. 

Householders will need to ensure they have basic energy efficiency measures in place before applying. Management of the scheme will be undertaken by the Energy Saving Trust and have an information line and website to provide people with more information. Householders can call 0800 512 012 or visit www.energysavingtrust.org.uk/RHPP. Grants will be available on a first come, first served basis and the scheme will close on 31 March 2012.

Free solar panels for charities

Green energy company Freetricity has unveiled a £500m fund to install solar panels on the roofs of buildings, and is offering charities access to the first £100m. The company has partnered with investor LightSource Renewables to offer 800 buildings grants of up to £150,000 to install and maintain solar panels. As well as reducing carbon emissions the company claims that solar panels can save organisations up to £6,000 per year. For more information, please visit the Civil Society magazine website.

Environment Wales: Supporting Sustainable Living Grants Scheme
The Supporting Sustainable Living grants scheme, which was launched recently is a newly commissioned grant scheme funded by the Welsh Government. This innovative new scheme will be delivered by Environment Wales, in collaboration with the initiatives’ new core partner Cynnal Cymru – Sustain Wales. 

 

The scheme will support projects that will help reduce Wales’ greenhouse gas emissions – or build resilience to the impacts of climate change - through tackling specific behaviours or lifestyle choices. Through these pioneering projects, it is envisaged that citizens of Wales will be empowered to undertake changes to enable a more sustainable lifestyle. 

 

The value of the scheme is £250,000 and will be made available to all sectors within Wales. It is expected that the majority of grant applications will range between £5,000 and £15,000. However in exceptional circumstances this figure can rise to up to £35,000.

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Consultations
Draft Environment Agency drought plans
The purpose of this consultation is to share our plans for drought management across England and Wales and gather people’s views on how we intend to respond to the impact of drought. The deadline date for responses is 28 October 2011.

Consultation on proposal to examine the deregulation of Schedule One of the Licensing Act 2003
The Licensing Act 2003 brought together nine separate outdated licensing related regimes, and created instead a single Act that controlled alcohol supply and sale, late night refreshment, and ‘regulated entertainment’. In tidying up the old licensing regimes new problems were created for many wishing to host entertainment events. The deadline date for responses is 3 December 2011.

Proposed policy changes to higher education funding and financial support for part-time study in 2012/13
This stakeholder consultation seeks views on the proposed policy changes to higher education funding and financial support for part-time study in 2012/13. Amendments will be made to existing student support legislation to be contained in the forthcoming Assembly Learning Grants and Loans (Higher Education) (Wales) (Amendment No.2) Regulations 2012.

Any comments which stakeholders might have on the proposals should be sent to the Welsh Government by 3 October 2011. Comments can be made in writing on the response sheet that accompanies this letter and should be e-mailed to the address: hepolicy@wales.gsi.gov.uk. The deadline date for responses is 3 October 2011.
VAT: consultation on the next steps for moving VAT online
This consultation covers changes to the operation of VAT to move further transactions online, and the assistance into digital that will support those moves. HMRC proposes that from 1 April 2012, for VAT registered businesses with a turnover below £100,000, it will be compulsory to file VAT returns online and make electronic payment of any VAT due. In support of the digital by default agenda, online will also become the default channel for all businesses for VAT registration, deregistration and changes to registered details but these will not be mandated at this stage. Assistance into digital for those who need it is an integral part of the Government’s digital agenda. This consultation therefore seeks views on where digital assistance may be required, and what forms that assistance should take. The deadline date for responses is 31 October 2011.

Welsh Health Survey Outputs
The Welsh Health Survey provides unique information about the health and health-related lifestyles of people living in Wales. It covers a range of health-related issues, including health status, lifestyle and health behaviours, and health service use. The 2010 annual report was published on 13 September 2011, along with a local authority bulletin and additional online tables and charts. The deadline date for responses is 6 December 2011.

The employment relations body Acas has produced guidance on managing the use of social media in the workplace. There are fact-sheets giving practical tips on how to manage the impact of social networking on managing performance, recruitment, discipline and grievances, bullying, plus defamation, data protection and privacy, with a guide on how to develop a social networking policy. New guide on how to learn from unsuccessful grant applications

The Centre for Charity Effectiveness at Cass Business School has published its research findings on how charities can learn and benefit from unsuccessful grant applications. The research, funded by Charities Aid Foundation (CAF), also examines how grant makers can help unsuccessful applicants. 

The report, The Art of Refusal: Promising Practice for Grant Makers and Grant Seekers, provides guidelines to help charities reduce the time spent on unsuccessful applications. These include the need for preliminary contact with grantmakers, receiving and responding to unsuccessful applications, seeking and using tailored feedback and how to manage the news of grant refusal within their organisation. The report also features guidelines for grantmakers in the role of pre-application processes, the methods of grant refusal and best practice in giving feedback. The qualitative research project studied more than 100 grantmaking organisations and 40 grantseeking organisations. Dissociation, trauma and time-travelling ..... or living and working with Dissociative Identity Disorder

Dissociation is a natural coping mechanism for dealing with trauma and is very common in survivors of childhood abuse, especially sexual abuse. Dissociative disorders develop when this mechanism is employed repeatedly in order to deal with overwhelming and chronic abusive situations. The most extreme of these disorders is ‘Dissociative Identity Disorder’, formerly known as Multiple Personality Disorder. But far from being a rare and bizarre disorder that counsellors are unlikely to come across or be able to deal with research suggests that it affects one per cent of the population, and it has a very positive prognosis given the appropriate treatment.
