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Education Outreach – Size of Wales Consultancy
Size of Wales aims to bring everyone in Wales together to help sustain an area of tropical forest the size of Wales as part of a national response to climate change. We have two key aims a) awareness raising about the importance of tropical forests b) engagement and fundraising for Size of Wales – to help protect an area the Size of Wales. 
Education Outreach
Outreach work to be undertaken in schools between January 2012 – January 2013. Work is home based and focused on schools within a region close to successful candidate. 
Output

· To work with 40 schools (across any area within Wales,– targeting most interested schools with a priority on secondary). 

· To provide schools with assemblies, lessons/workshops, meetings with key teachers and eco groups (usually half a day per school). 

· To facilitate further education work within the school equipping teachers with the tools with which to do so

· Encouraging engagement and fundraising for the Size of Wales, as an output of the education work (e.g taking part in a Go Green no school uniform day, or protecting an area of rainforest the size of their playground). 
· Help disseminate education resources beyond targeted schools. 
· Provide interim and final report to Size of Wales

· Work successfully within the education sector ensuring communication with other practitioners in the area.  
· Collect evidence of work in schools, to create case studies

Outcomes 
Background: Out of 1789 schools in Wales (222 Secondary, 1435 primary, 66 independent and 43 special schools)

· 40 Schools will have had an assembly on Size of Wales (around 8,000 pupils will have heard of Size of Wales). The focus will be on secondary, and interested schools. 
· 40 Teacher and eco groups (200 pupils) are further engaged with the topic and will take responsibility for it within the school

· As many schools as possible out of the 40 visited take part in a fundraising activity for Size of Wales (this would be subsequent to their understanding and education on the topic and would be optional for the school)
