Visit Wales Wildlife Tourism Nomination Form
Background
Visit Wales (VW) is currently working with members of the Sustainable Tourism Forum (STF) and wider partners to further develop and improve the information provision and content around wildlife tourism on the VW consumer website. 
It was agreed that developing a ‘Top Ten’ for wildlife would be the first step and a Task and Finish Group met to discuss a way forward and agree criteria for this selection process. The ‘Top Ten’ would be an interim arrangement, visible on the VW website until plans to develop a fully functional wildlife tab are underway (post Sept 2012). 
Process

It was agreed that a ‘specific wildlife experience’ for the visitor would be a focus, reflecting a fair national geographic spread. The ‘Top Ten’ would be split seasonally into two categories, Spring / Summer (1st April – 30 Sept) and Autumn/ Winter (1 Oct – 31st March). It will contain an image, text and web link to that particular host’s website. Although this process will initially focus on selecting products for the interim top ten, other information gathered will provide valuable data for use in the subsequent Visit Wales wildlife tab.
Once all the nominations are received (by 30th November 2011), the Wildlife Tourism Task and Finish group’s members will evaluate the suggested sites against the agreed criteria. The Top Ten will be visible on the VW website from January 2012.
To make a nomination an organisation should complete this form, listing as many candidate experiences as desired. Each candidate must be described in detail on a website. There should be one form per organisation. If preferred multiple nominations can be submitted on a word table or spreadsheet.
